Mater Dei Catechism Program Class Offerings 2021-2022

FIRST COMMUNION CLASS (2nd Grade)

All children making their 1st Communions must
be a part of this class, even those who home-
school.

There will be two exams with a priest in the
spring—one before First Confessions and one
before First Communion. More information will
be provided at the parent meeting on September
27th.

POST COMMUNION CLASS (3rd-4th Grade)
This class is intended for those children who
have recently made their first communion. The
material will be geared towards 7 & 8-year-old
children. The textbook is the Baltimore Cate-
chism 1.

HOLY SACRIFICE OF THE MASS CLASS (5th-6th
Grade)
This class is geared towards 9 & 10-year-old chil

dren. The book that is being used is entitled
Know Your Mass, by Father Manousos and Father
Burbank.

CONFIRMATION CLASS (6th-7th Grade)

This class is intended for those children currently
in grades 6 & 7. The book that is being used is
entitled Baltimore Catechism [l by Seton
Press. Confirmation only takes place every other
year, and will take place in the Spring/Summer of
2023. All children who will be making their Confir-
mation must be a part of this class for both
years, even those who homeschool.
